The Retreat Centre 
 The retreat centre will be part of the Amitabha Foundation temple and retreat centre 
complex, Opak Khilkhor Choling, currently under construction on a mountain top in the 
Kathmandu Valley, 8 km from the Boudhanath Great Stupa in Nepal. The complex, 
whose construction is now well advanced, will consist of 16 large and small temples as 
well as the retreat centre. 
The retreat centre itself will contain 64 self-contained retreat cottages arranged in clusters 
of 8, with each cluster being dedicated to a particular practice. 
The retreat centre will offer the precious opportunity of retreat to both lay and ordained 
Dharma practitioners, men and women, of both Eastern and Western backgrounds. 
 

Sponsoring a Retreat Cottage 
The full cost of construction of an unfurnished retreat cottage is $U.S12,000 or Euro 
9,000. 
All contributions, large and small, to this project are most warmly welcomed and invited 
by Rinpoche. 
 

Benefits of Sponsorship 
Those contributing the full cost of building one or more cottages will be considered to be 
Sponsors, and are offered the following: 
 

You (or another Dharma practitioner nominated by you and approved by the 
retreat Master) will be entitled to 6 months of retreat per year in your cottage, up 
to a life-time total of 40 months (booking arrangements will be notified.)

Eminence Ayang Rinpoche as well as special thanks and gifts at the opening 
ceremony. Your name will be inscribed on the donors’ plaque in the main Gompa. 
  
You will be allocated priority seating at ceremonies and functions held at the

You will have your name inscribed on the cornerstone of your cottage.
